	CLL Activities
	Make a collection of words with the children to describe flowers brought in – think of perfume, colours, texture etc. also discuss scientific language such as stem, stamen, petals, pollen etc.

	Look at traditions involving flowers e.g. flower festivals, well dressings.
	Soak peas & beans- put in viewing vases with blotting paper & set up observation table with magnifying glasses etc. Discuss roots & shoots.
	Recall the story of Jack& the Beanstalk – in small groups children to create map of Jack’s journey to market, what did he see on the way? Draw pictures.
	Make vases & flowers to use in the garden centre role play
	Set up a seed table with Cress Men/ carrot tops etc.

	Peas & beans in large deep tray – provide scoops, pots etc.

	Digging. Using tools with coordination & control
	Recreate the story of Jack & the Beanstalk - Moving as the giant/jack/climbing/chopping down the beanstalk.
	Create a pathway to the castle- children to use stilts and try to follow the pathway.
	Climbing –attach ‘beanstalk’ to side of climbing frame – use materials etc to create the giant’s castle.
	Fine motor - collage

	Allow a small area of garden for digging- provide wheel barrows, trowels etc.
	Plant outside flowers- create hanging baskets/flowering tubs.
	Create a large numbered grid with the giant’s castle at the end. Children roll a dice and move the appropriate number of squares – the first one to the castle is the winner
