Inspiration Day: Create a dinosaur time line on the classroom wall. It should be big and have room for dinosaurs from all periods to be placed on it. This shouldn't be just a "line" with dates, but be a display board height and width picture sequence - with drawings and paintings made by children. If wished employ a visiting artist such as "Creaturama" from Kenilworth to come and make dinosaur models with the children – these are made using chicken wire and mod roc – some brought along by the artist are very large models and very impressive! 
Mantle of the Expert: Travel company arranging and promoting - "Visit the Past!"-  The trip of a lifetime to the age of the dinosaur!.   

Company to devise itineries, consider health and safety implications, produce advertising materials. 
History

Development of chronological understanding by putting the various periods of pre-history and history onto a timeline 

On a timeline begin with Vendian period 600-540 million years ago and then go on to show when first dinosaurs appeared (Triassic period 248-208 mya) 

Cover Jurassic period (208-146 mya) and Cretaceous period (146-65 mya)  

Make clear that all dinosaur species were not on the earth at the same time. 

What theories are there about the extinction of the dinosaurs? 

When does man appear of the timeline? 

Science

Sc2 - 1a,b,c; 4 Variation and Classification - a,b( not locally), c; 5a,b,c  

Link study of Sc 2 to the lives of the dinosaurs. Classify them - officially they are archosaurs, like modern crocodiles 

but they can be grouped using criteria such as horned, winged etc as an introductory activity 

Firstly, explain classification of animals in relation to existing species and then go on to talk about the dinosaurs 

NB: If food chains and other aspects of Sc2 are not to be studied elsewhere in KS2 then they should be taught too, but in relation to existing animals.
(The theme could link geography to study of rocks and soils and separating materials)

What part have rivers and seas played in forming this land?
